waste collection for September 26. 

The collection will take place at the county

maintenance garage located at 228 Greenhouse

Road, Lexington and will run from 9:00 a.m.

until 1 p.m..

Items accepted at the collection are listed

below:

Pesticides

Herbicides

Solvents

Used Oil

Oil-based Paint (NO LATEX)

Antifreeze

Fuels

Compact florescent and florescent bulbs

Batteries

Mercury

Tires

Items not on the list may be brought to the

collection site for approval.  Make sure all items

are labeled.  Unidentified items will not be

accepted.

We will be taking tires at this year’s

collection.  You may bring up to four tires per

household to the collection site at 228

Greenhouse Road or you may take up to 20 tires

to the County Landfill.  The landfill will remain

open until 1:00 p.m. on September 26 to

accommodate the collection of tires.

When you arrive at the collection site

there, will be an attendant at the gate to assist

you.  Please stop and fill out the short survey and

when instructed advance to the next stop.  Please

remain in your vehicle at all times.  An attendant

will unload your vehicle.

I will be sending out a reminder by email

in September.  The reminder will include any

updates about the collection.  We are hoping to

have a computer collection taking place at the

same time and location as the household

hazardous waste collection.  The result of this

will be in the reminder that is sent out.

This service is open to all county

residents including those in the City of Buena

Vista and the City of Lexington.  If you have

further questions concerning the collection

contact the recycling office at 540-463-2437.
